GENERAL DESCRIPTION OR CIRCUMSTANCES OF INCIDENT:

At 7am on Monday August 3" 2009, Watertown Police were notified of a break in that had
occurred at the Hy-Vee Wine & Spirits store located on East Highway 212. Investigation found
that a large rock had been used to smash open the drive up window for the business. Someone
then crawled through the broken window and removed several bottles of alcohol.

Police investigation led to several potential suspects located in the area. Continued
investigation led to the arrests of two juvenile males age sixteen and seventeen for committing the
burglary. Both were charged with 3" degree burglary and petty theft. The 17 year old was also
charged with intentional damage to property. The juveniles are not from the Watertown area. One
juvenile was already on probation in another county and is currently being held pending a court
hearing in that county. The other male was released into the custody of a legal guardian. The
investigation is continuing and other arrests are possible pending the conclusion of the
investigation.
